The Lilliputians which were named Whigs, represented the British and they were loyal to the crown. While the Blefuscians were named Tories, they represented the French and they were against the crown. The Whigs and the Tories constantly fought for power. According to Jonathan, the Blefuscians were a class higher than the Lilliputians because they broke their eggs from the bigger end of it.
Dr. Seuss’ Butter Battle was a much easier form of satire from Gulliver’s Travels. It wasn’t as complicated as Gulliver’s Travels as it was aimed at a much younger readers. The story is about two neighboring villages that are constantly fighting over who eats the butter sandwich better, with the side up or down. The Butter Battle was written in the 1600s. It was during the time period of the Cold War that was ongoing between Russia and USA. The Cold War occurred because of the stiffness caused by both of the country’s nuclear weapons. None of the two countries wanted to start the nuclear war due the outcome the nuclear power will leave behind. Dr. Seuss used the butter as a metaphor that represents the absence of communication between the two nations. There are two groups of characters in this story and they differ from the ones in Gulliver’s Travels. They are the Zooks and the Yooks. They are two neighboring groups but are separated by a wall, and that wall symbolizes the Berlin Wall. The Yooks eat their bread with the butter side up, while the Zooks eat their bread with the butter side down. The Zooks and the Yooks fight each other using complex weapons, but no one is really able to defeat the other party. What causes the conflict is their argument on which ones eat the bread the right way. Dr. Seuss uses this metaphor to show that the Russians and the Americans were arguing and possibly entering a war over a stupid reason. The Yooks were the democrats in the USA, while the Zooks were the communists in Russia.
Gulliver’s Travels and The Butter Battle are very similar, yet very different. Each has its differences and similarities but in a same concept. Both books talks about war and conflict between two nations, or cultures. The authors wrote these stories to imitate the society to show how people fight over stupid things, and to encourage change and improvement in the society’s way of handling conflicts.
